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Ben Colebrook’s recent Churchill Downs Stakes winner 
Limousine Liberal (Successful Appeal) and William Mott’s 
recent Gr.2 New Orleans Handicap winner Good Samaritan 
(Harlan’s Holiday) will also take their chance.

CHAMPIONS CROWNED AT 
SPRINTER SACRE DECIZE SHOW
Moved from its traditional August positioning, the influential 
Decize AQPS Show, which was renamed the AQPS Sprinter Sacre 
Show, after its most famous graduate, took place yesterday. 

There were a total of 36 AQPS two-year-olds catalogued, with 
two classes for fillies and a single class for colts and geldings. The 
overall champion was the Jacques Cypres-bred Gironde, a filly 
rather appropriately by Sprinter Sacre’s sire Network. The filly 
(No. 1) is the first foal out of the unraced Sleeping Car mare 
Tamise, a half-sister to the Listed Prix Christian de Tredern scorer 
Quizas Jolie (Video Rock) and hails from the family of the 
brilliant chasing full-brothers of the ninties Al Capone II and The 
Fellow, both by Italic. The latter was a four-time Gr.1 scorer, while 
the former landed the Gr.1 Prix La Haye Jousellin seven times. 

The Supreme Champion AQPS foal went to a colt from the first 
crop by Haras de Cercy’s Karaktar (No. 124). In total there were 64 
entries across four classes, with two divisions apiece for fillies and 
males. The winner, who came out triumphant in the second division 
of the colts’ class, was bred by Francoise and Raphael Van Damme 
out of the dual winner Malmedy, a daughter of Luchiroverte.

For the first time this year’s show held classes for thoroughbred 
foals and the supreme champion prize was awarded to the 
Elevage des Vernes-bred son of Cokoriko. A total of 31 
thoroughbred foals contested this section across four classes, 
split like the AQPS contest into two apiece for fillies and males. 
The victorious No. 61 is a half-brother to a trio of multiple winners 
by Mount Nelson, Panis and Sevres Rose, out of the three-time 
winner Pretty Soon (Zafonic). She is a half-sister to the Gr.1 
Future Champions FInale Juvenile Hurdle third Bocamix 
(Linamix) and the Gr.2 Champion Hurdle Trial and Gr.2 Elite 
Hurdle runner-up Bertimont (Slickly).

They have both 
been hitting the frame this year, but have good form in the books 
last year, with the former taking the Gr.1 Del Mar Oaks and the latter 
winning the Gr.1 Queen Elizabeth II Challenge Cup Stakes.

The field is completed by recent Gr.3 Honey Fox Stakes winner 
Lull (War Front) and last year’s dual Gr.2 scorer Cambodia (War 
Front).

OGDEN PHIPPS STAKES
Bob Baffert’s star mare Abel Tasman (Quality Road) will look to 
claim her fifth career Gr.1 win in the Ogden Phipps Stakes over an 
extended mile. Although she has failed to win this term, she was 
runner-up in both the Gr.1 Cotilion Stakes and Gr.1 Breeders’ Cup 
Distaff.

Two of her likely rivals come from the Todd Pletcher yard. 
Unbridled Mo (Uncle Mo) scored her biggest career success to 
date when taking the Gr.1 Apple Blossom Handicap, while Ivy 
Bell (Archarcharch) was second in the Gr.1 Humana Distaff.

The Humana Distaff was won by the Simon Callaghan-trained 
American Gal (Concord Point) and she took the Gr.1 Test Stakes 
last year and was a length second in the Gr.1 Starlet Stakes to Abel 
Tasman in 2016.

Pacific Wind (Curlin) made her first start for Chad Brown when 
taking the Gr.2 Ruffian Stakes last month when she defeated two 
of today’s rivals Highway Star (Girolamo) and Unchained 
Melody (Smart Strike). The Graham Motion-trained Berned 
(Bernardini) is the outsider of the field.

ACORN STAKES
Recent Gr.1 Kentucky Oaks and Gr.1 Ashland Stakes winner 
Monomoy Girl (Tapizar) is set to go off a short priced favourite 
for the Gr.1 Acorn Stakes over a mile. Her closest market rival is 
the Ralph Nicks-trained Caledonia Road (Quality Road), who 
last year won the Gr.1 Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies’ and won on 
her return to action at this track in April. Moonshine Memories 
(Malibu Moon), who last year won the Gr.1 Chandelier Stakes 
before finishing seventh in the Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fillies’, will 
re-oppose today. She was second on her first start this term. Gio 
Game (Gio Ponti) was ninth that day, but won on her return to 
the track last month.

The field is completed by Rodolphe Brisset’s Gr.2 Eight Belles 
Stakes runner-up Talk Veuve To Me (Violence), Philip D’Amato’s 
Gr.1 Santa Anita Oaks runner-up Spectator (Jimmy Creed) and    
Oscar M Gonzalez’s Starcloud (Backtalk).

METROPOLITAN HANDICAP
The Chad Summers-trained Mind Your Biscuits (Posse) is set to 
line up as favourite for the Gr.1 Metropolitan Handicap off the 
back of Gr.1 success in the Dubai Golden Shaheen at Meydan in 
March. He was winning the race for the second consecutive year 
and had also taken the Gr.2 Belmont Sprint Championship Stakes, 
in which he beat today’s rival Awesome Slew (Awesome Again).

Last year’s Gr.1 Del Mar Futurity and Gr.1 Front Runner Stakes 
winner Bolt D’Oro (Medaglia D’Oro), the sole three-year-old in 
the race, is the favourite’s closest market rival. He was second to 
Justify in the Gr.1 Santa Anita Derby in April before finishing 
down the field in the Gr.1 Kentucky Derby and takes the drop 
back in trip to a mile.

Bee Jersey (Jersey Town), previously trained in Dubai by Doug 
Watson, won the Gr.3 Steve Sexton Mile Stakes on his first start for 
his new trainer and also features prominently in the market.
